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1 Reason for Contribution

Proposal to reduce the scope of OSPE, in order to ensure timely completion of the Work Item.
2 Summary of Contribution

Proposal to reduce the scope of the OSPE WID by completing only the Technical Specification for OSPE-1, OSPE-2, and OSPE-3, and consider OSPE-4, OSPE-5, and OSPE-6 out of scope for this release.
3 Detailed Proposal

At the Bangkok TP session on Thursday June 14, based on the ARC TP slides [1], the TP chairman expressed concerns about the lack of progress for OSPE. ARC officers have reported slow OSPE progress in previous TP meetings as well ([2], [3], [4]). To make sure OSPE gets assigned sufficient agenda time, ARC officers have allocated dedicated time slots on face-to-face agenda’s, as well as scheduled dedicated OSPE conference calls. This has resulted in a moderate increase in OSPE input contributions. To date, there have been input contributions and progress on OSPE-2 (main SLT interface) and OSPE-3 (interface to the SMAC), as well as on the data model.

There have however been no input contributions on the interfaces for the various agents, i.e. OSPE-4 (provisioning agent), OSPE-5 (tracing agent) and OSPE-6 (notification agent). 

For reasons of work programme management, this paper suggests that ARC should consider a proposal to limit this current phase of OSPE to defining OSPE-1, OSPE-2, and OSPE-3 only. The agent interfaces would then be left out of scope of the current release.
If agreeable by ARC, the actions required are:

1. Update the “Enabler Release” column in the requirements tables in section 6 of the OSPE RD, to mark all requirements that were planned to be fulfilled by the agent interfaces as out of scope for this enabler release.
2. Update the “Planned Phases” section 4.1 of the OSPE AD, to clearly identify OSPE-4, OSPE-5, and OSPE-6 as out of scope.
3. Update the TS, to remove the section placeholders for the OSPE-4, OSPE-5, and OSPE-6 interfaces.
Alternative: Note that if ARC does not modify the WID, or does not make sufficient progress, the TP may request this OSPE WID to be CLOSED or SUSPENDED. ARC may also recommend this course of action itself.
