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1 Reason for Change

The current process document mandates that the AD SHALL contain protocol definitions. However, the selection of a protocol for a specified interface may be known at the AD stage, but may also be postponed to the TS stage. Therefore the SHALL is too rigorous and needs to be replaced with a MAY.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None. All ADs that currently do describe protocols are still compliant to the process if this change is accepted.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. ARC recommends REL to review and approve this proposed change to the process description of the AD Development stage.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

13.1.3.4      Stage 10. Development of the Architecture Document

The Architecture Document (AD) SHALL define the detailed architecture for the release package.  The AD SHALL be consistent with any overall OMA architecture. 

The AD SHALL contain:

· the functional elements in the enabler architecture

· interfaces exposed by the functional elements (where appropriate, APIs, transport protocols, etc. MAY be identified)

· etc.

The AD SHALL contain nothing that cannot be referred in general terms to requirements in the RD.

The TWG SHALL be responsible for ensuring the AD is produced and maintained throughout the lifetime of the WI.

The AD MAY be produced by the TWG or the Architecture group or jointly based on agreement between both groups.

The TWG SHALL cooperate with the Architecture group and, where aspects of security are involved, the Security group and where necessary other working groups on the creation of the AD.

The AD SHALL be delivered either as a separate document or as part of a detailed specification. 

Readiness for an AD to be submitted for an Architecture Document Review SHALL be determined by the group that has produced the document.
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
