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1 Overview

Based on the discussion between 3GPP and OMA earlier this year it has been agreed that 3GPP will discontinue CT working group 5 which used to focus on OSA work, and to shift the tasks of the group to OMA ARC, which OMA kindly identified as the most appropriate new home for this work. 2 Proposal

Based on the discussion between 3GPP and OMA earlier this year it has been agreed that 3GPP will discontinue CT working group 5 which used to focus on OSA work, and to shift the tasks of the group to OMA ARC, which OMA kindly identified as the most appropriate new home for this work. In order to make this new arrangement work in fair and reasonable manner also in practical level, let me propose that we re-use the already existing joint maintenance procedure that has been followed between OMA messaging group and 3GPP TSG CT on maintenance of 3GPP TS 23.140.
While we expect that the technical experts on OSA work will from now on attend OMA meetings, it may not be practical for them to participate TSG CT plenaries, which will still have the final approval authority of the stage 2 and stage 3 3GPP OSA specifications.
3 Requested Action(s)

 Therefore we could do the following, if it is seen appropriate for the OMA side: 
1. OMA ARC (OSA subgroup) drafts any necessary CRs and TSs for approval and sends the agreed versions to 3GPP TSG CT for approval.
2. If TSG CT can approve the documents as they stand; we will do so without further notice (of course these are minuted in the meeting reports, CR database etc.). So from OMA viewpoint no news can be considered as good news.
3. If a substantial revision is requested during TSG CT, then we will put the revised version for email approval after the TSG CT plenary meeting and inform OMA ARC in order to offer also the OMA experts an opportunity to see the changes.
4. If for any reason TSG CT cannot approve a proposal from OMA, then we will liaise back and explain why, and suggest a recommended way forward.
Such arrangement has worked well in maintenance of 3GPP TS 23.140 and it reduces travelling as the OSA delegates do not need to participate TSG CT plenary only to see if anyone else there makes a comment on OSA related proposal.
