Please accept this letter as an introduction to a new standards Working Group within IEEE named Next Generation Service Overlay Network (NGSON) with the purpose of establishing a liaison relationship with your organization.  

As part of the IEEE process, our Project Authorization Request (PAR) was approved by the IEEE Standards Association Board on 27 March 2008 and is now known as P1903.  Our goals and value are expressed in the Scope, Purpose, and Need from the PAR as shown below.

Scope:

This standard describes a framework of Internet Protocol (IP)-based service overlay networks and specifies context-aware (e.g., such as required QoS level, type of service such as real-time vs. data, nature of data stream such as I-frame vs. B-frame, and type of terminal such as TV HD monitor vs. PDA), dynamically adaptive (e.g., using locally derived information to discover, organize, and maintain traffic flows in the network within a local area network), and self-organizing networking capabilities (e.g., developing network structures based on the needs of the customers and the capabilities of existing network structures), including advanced routing and forwarding schemes, and that are independent of underlying transport networks.
Purpose:

The purpose of this standard is to enable network operators, service/content providers, and end-users to provide and consume collaborative services by the deployment of context-aware, dynamically adaptive, and self-organizing networking capabilities.
Need for the Project:

The amount of services and applications and their interaction are increasing at an exponential rate.  This standard is needed to provide a better, more efficient way of providing these services and applications by means of context-aware, dynamically adaptive, and self-organizing networking capabilities.
We believe there are areas of potential common interest in which we can cooperate to our mutual benefit to improve the effectiveness of our respective organization’s efforts and to minimize duplicative and overlapping work.  Our intent is to develop our specifications by taking advantage of other standards already adopted in the marketplace, to refer to existing specifications whenever appropriate, or to work with others to develop specifications in a collaborative effort.

We have just held our first meeting and are encouraged by our initial progress.  We will be pleased to send you copies of our draft documents when they have reached an acceptable degree of stability.

We look forward to hearing from you concerning our request to establish a liaison relationship.  Please let me know what level of formality will be necessary to ensure the liaison can take place.
