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1 Reason for Contribution

The CD MC AD review raised some questions about Dependencies, and there is no material in the AD template or ADBP document explaining what a dependency is or how to treat it in an AD.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution identifies some questions that need to be addressed for ADs, and proposes some material that should be incorporated into the AD template or ADBP.
3 Detailed Proposal

The CD MC AD raised questions about Dependencies.  The ARC WG needs to be able to explain at least the following about Dependencies.
1. What constitutes being a “Dependency” and being listed in section 5.1 of the AD?
2. Are there mandatory and optional Dependencies?
3. Are all Dependencies shown in the Architecture Diagram (section 5.2)?  Are some Dependencies not shown there?

4. Are Dependencies described in the AD text someplace?

5. What information should be provided in the AD text about Dependencies?

The situation that raised these questions is the use of DM to configure Mobile Code Client implementations. The MC AD says that DM is an optional dependency because other methods can be used to configure the Client.   One position could be that if an enabler can be used via an I2 interface to perform a mandatory or optional enabler function, then the former enabler should be considered a Dependency for the latter enabler.  

Answers to these questions should be provided in the AD template or in the ADBP document.
