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GSMA RCC TF wishes to inform the OMA ARC and COM groups on the continued progress in evolving the RCS 5.0 specifications to RCS 5.1 with enhanced capabilities (e.g., Group Chat Store and Forward that are already in scope of OMA CPM 2.0 project plan).  Moreover, the RCS Detailed API Requirements v2.2 is an alignment to RCS 5.1, and specifically included a new API VOIP and Video Calling functionality with new Media Handling capability.

The RCS Detailed API requirements v2.2 supersedes previous versions of the requirements document.

However, as a result of discussions during the London presentation of OMA ARC Status report to GSMA RCC TF, we are looking forward to February 2013 completion of the OMA WID 0274 – RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs V2.0 (REST_NetAPI_RCSProfile) based on GSMA RCS 5.0 UNI.

RCC TF  prefers a separate RCS Profile API in support for GSMA RCS 5.1 UNI requirements is required together with the new APIs (example: VOIP and Video Calling).  Enhancements requirements may require a new version of existing API (example Restful network API for File Transfer). If OMA ARC will consider fit the new releases to be issued using the OMA process.
GSMA RCC TF also wants to clarify that although there may be RCS-e API requirements for existing API gateway implementations; there are now API requirements for API gateways associated with RCS 5.0 that need be referenced in order to be consistent. We do not see the need to continue maintenance for OMA WID 0213 – Rich Communication APIs, so if OMA process allows this work item may be marked as historical. The same recommendation applies for OMA WID 0260 – RCS-e Profile of RESTful Network APIs 
Requested Actions: 
1. OMA ARC and OMA COM are kindly asked to update their respective RCS Service Enabler and API Enabler Reference specifications accordingly.
2. OMA ARC  is kindly asked to specify a separate RCS API Profile support of GSMA RCS Detailed API Requirements v2.2 (based on GSMA RCS 5.1 UNI) using the OMA process. 
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
