ETSI ISG CIM has been in existence now since 10.02.2017. We would like to notify OMA that one of the Work Items of the ISG concerns identifying/creating an API for exchange of cross-domain Context Information (see DGS/CIM-004-APIprelim on the ETSI Work Program page of https://portal.etsi.org/CIM ) 

The intention of ETSI ISG CIM is to begin the API work using OMA NGSI 9 and NGSI 10 as the baseline for further discussions. We cannot say at this time what our discussions and decisions will be, regarding our recommendations for an ETSI ISG CIM API. We do not anticipate at this time requesting additional advice or collaboration from OMA, since the OMA documents themselves are self-explanatory and have already been implemented very many times. 

ETSI ISG CIM will of course inform you when our work becomes public, since one of the aims of our project is to solicit feedback from the community of context information users ... of which OMA is a progenitor.
