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Reason for Change
This Change Request is being proposed to enhance the API support, to enable users to report messages received in the chat session with Chatbots as spam (or spam likely). This shall help the service providers to protect their subscribers against spam, fraud, inappropriate content or other inappropriate behaviour originating from chatbots.
The ChatBot platform or the Service Provider shall prevent access to a Chatbot, which shall affect the regular messaging service and the retrieval of Chatbot Information. In addition, if the Service Provider blocks the traffic, the service provider shall ensure that the corresponding Chatbot cannot be discovered through the Service Provider Chatbot Discovery function.
Impact on Backward Compatibility
No impacts on backward compatibility.
Impact on Other Specifications
This change request does not have any impact on other specifications
