5. Test Requirements

IMS in OMA Enabler Release version 1.0 specifies IMS in the context of OSE and describes the set of IMS interfaces that can be used by OMA enablers. This Enabler Release also describes the general principles how enabler implementations may make use of the IMS capabilities like charging, authentication and service management. This Enabler Release does not contain requirements that should be tested for conformance.
5.1 Enabler Test Requirements (Normative)

The normative detailed description of how an OMA enabler uses IMS and e.g. enabler specific IMS interface parameters is in the scope of the AD and specifications of the enabler concerned, and not in the scope of the IMS in OMA Enabler Release version 1.0. Therefore this Enabler Release does not contain specific requirements that should be tested for conformance. 

Instead, the testing of an Enabler that uses IMS or is related to IMS, SHALL be specified in the Enabler’s individual Test Requirement and corresponding Enabler Test Specifications.
5.1.1 Mandatory Test Requirements

There are no mandatory test requirements for this enabler release.

5.1.2 Optional Test Requirements

There are no optional test requirements for this enabler release.

5.2 Backwards Compatibility

There are no previous versions of this enabler release, therefore there are no test requirements for backwards compatibility.

5.3 Enabler Dependencies

The interaction between OMA enablers shall comply with OSE. Testing of enabler dependencies shall be specified in the corresponding Enabler specifications.
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
