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1. Scope

4. Introduction

The purpose of this Enabler Test Requirements (ETR) document is to help guide the testing effort for the APIs for Rich Communications V1.0, documenting those areas where testing is most important to ensure interoperability of implementations.

Version 1.0 of the Enabler comprises the following specification:
· OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_RCSProfile-V1_0-20120131-D 

and depends on the following specification:

· OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_Common-V1_0
Generally, the testing activity should aim at validating the normal working behaviour of client/server interactions, as well as testing the error conditions whenever it is possible to set up the appropriate scenarios. The following sections provide a more detailed description of the testing requirements for the Enabler.

This document also intends to provide some guidance on the prioritization of the specifications and features to be tested within the Enabler.
5. Test Requirements

5.1 Enabler Test Requirements

5.1.1 Mandatory Test Requirements
There are no mandatory test requirements.
5.1.2 Optional Test Requirements

Optional test requirements cover optional features/functions of an Enabler. If an optional requirement of the Enabler is implemented, this requirement SHALL be tested.

The REST_NetAPI_RCSProfile-V1_0 is a subset of the functionality of a number of RESTful Network API Enablers. According to the RCS profile of RESTful Network APIs SCR tables [REST_TS_NetAPI_RCSProfile], implementing the features imported from each of the RESTful Network API enablers is optional. However, if a RCS profile of RESTful Network APIs implementation elects to support the imported features from a particular Enabler, it MUST support the complete subset of such features imported by the RC-APIs profile from that Enabler.
The subsections below list the optional test requirements per originating enabler.

Therefore, the optional test requirements listed below are in fact conditional, i.e. either none or all requirements in a particular subsection apply when testing a particular implementation.

5.1.2.1 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Address Book
All mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_AddressBook] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: REST-AddressBook-001, REST-AddressBook-002, REST-AddressBook-003, REST-AddressBook-004, REST-AddressBook-005, REST-AddressBook-006, REST-AddressBook-007, REST-AddressBook-008, REST-AddressBook-009, and REST-AddressBook-050.

5.1.2.2 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Messaging
All mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_Msg] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: REST-MSG-001, REST-MSG-002, REST-MSG-003, REST-MSG-004, REST-MSG-005, REST-MSG-006, REST-MSG-007, REST-MSG-008, and REST-MSG-050.
5.1.2.3 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Chat
The following test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_Chat] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: REST-Chat-001, REST-Chat-003, REST-Chat-050, REST-Chat-102, REST-Chat-103, REST-Chat-104, REST-Chat-150.

5.1.2.4 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for File Transfer
All mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_FileTransfer] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows REST-FileTransfer-001, REST-FileTransfer-002, REST-FileTransfer-003, REST-FileTransfer-004, REST-FileTransfer-005, REST-FileTransfer-006, REST-FileTransfer-007, REST-FileTransfer-008, REST-FileTransfer-009, REST-FileTransfer-010, REST-FileTransfer-011, and REST-FileTransfer-050.
5.1.2.5 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Image Share
A subset of the mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_ImageShare] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: REST-ImageShare-001 REST-ImageShare-002, REST-ImageShare-003, REST-ImageShare-004, REST-ImageShare-005, REST-ImageShare-006, REST-ImageShare-007, REST-ImageShare-008, REST-ImageShare-009, REST-ImageShare-010, REST-ImageShare-011, REST-ImageShare-050.
5.1.2.6 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Video Share
All mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_VideoShare] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: REST-VideoShare-001, REST-VideoShare-002, REST-VideoShare-003, REST-VideoShare-004, REST-VideoShare-005, REST-VideoShare-006, REST-VideoShare-007, REST-VideoShare-008, REST-VideoShare-009, REST-VideoShare-010, REST-VideoShare-011, REST-VideoShare-050.
5.1.2.7 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Call Control – Third Party Call
With some changes, the following mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_3PC] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: 

· REST-3PCall-001, with the difference that the second part of the sentence “Test cases to include both the set-up of call sessions with parameters for callback reference and announcements, as well as the set-up of call sessions without these parameters.” does not apply. 

· REST-3PCall-010

5.1.2.8 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Call Control – Call Notification
The following test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_CallNotif] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: REST-CallNotif-001, REST-CallNotif-003 (limited to Call events), REST-CallNotif-010.

5.1.2.9 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Presence

All mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_Presence] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows: REST-Presence-001, REST-Presence-002, REST-Presence-003, REST-Presence-004, REST-Presence-005, REST-Presence-006, REST-Presence-007, REST-Presence-008, and REST-Presence-050.

5.1.2.10 Optional Test Requirements originating from the RESTful Network API for Notification Channel
All mandatory test requirements from [ETR_NetAPI_ NotifChnl] apply within the context of this document as optional test requirements, as follows REST-NC-001, REST-NC-002, REST-NC-003, REST-NC-004, and REST-NC-050.
