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1 Overview

This Liaison Statement continues the dialogue regarding openID / Digital Identity frameworks between OMA ARC SEC and 3GPP SA3.
2 Proposal

OMA ARC SEC wishes to thank 3GPP SA3 for the Liaison statement S3-100652, which provides information regarding the openID activities at 3GPP, namely the specification TR 33.924, and invites our feedback.

We have discussed your response, and found that 3GPP TR33.924 is a good way to provide delegated authentication for web services based on mobile network security mechanisms. However, it implies that operators deploy GBA. OMA is looking for solutions allowing to accommodate cases where GBA can currently not be deployed e.g. due to lack of UICC, as well as where GBA can be deployed. 
Is it therefore possible for 3GPP SA3 to study the cases where GBA can not be deployed to provide delegated authentication for web services in the future?
Our next meeting will take place from June 28 – July 2 in Las Vegas.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA ARC SEC requests 3GPP SA3 to consider studying the cases where GBA can not be deployed for delegated authentication for web services.
