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1 Reason for Change

The existing Broadcast Requirements Document presents requirements for Roaming and Location that address the mobility aspect of broadcast service. The inclusion of these requirements is important in that they provide a interoperability reference, i.e., regardless of the technology used to provide the service, these are fundamental features that must be supported in order to provide the intended user experience.

However, the document does not present requirements that address the wireless link reliability or wireless link performance aspects that are necessary to support the intended user experience. While individual technologies typically address these requirements, they do so in unique ways. Some of the methods used to provide reliable wireless links rely on feedback channels, which may not be available in broadcast service operation. In order to provide uniformity across technologies, OMA should provide guidance for wireless link performance expectations that are not technology dependent.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The recommended changes are provided as supplemental requirements that are compatible with previously presented use cases and requirements.
