3 Detailed Proposal
3.1 Access to Broadcast services of the Home Network in the Visited Network
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Figure 1. Access to Broadcast services of the Home Network in the Visited Network

1. The End User subscribed the BCAST roaming services at the Home Network before he/she moves to the Visited Network. The exact mechanism to roam from the Home Network to the Visited Network is out of scope of BCAST services. 

2. The End User moves to the Visited Network and requests BCAST Service or BCAST Service Guide. If the Service Guide stored in the terminal of the End User is outdated, the End User will request the latest Service Guide.
3.  The BCAST Subscription Management (BSM) of the Visited Network obtains authorisation from the BSM of the Home Network to provide the broadcast contents to the roaming End User. In this case, the Home Network may transfer the user information to the Visited Network for roaming. The BCAST Service Application (BSA) internally provides the BCAST services attributes based on the request of the End User to the BSM.
4. The BSA in the Visited Network requests the latest Service Guide to the Home Network. 
5. The BSA provides the BCAST service attributes to the BSDA in the Home Network. The BSDA in the Home Network generates Service Guide and delivers Service Guide to the End User in the Visited Network.
6. After reviewing the Service Guide, the End User requests proper BCAST services to the BSA of Home Network in the Visited Network
7. It is assumed that there is interaction between the entity of Content Creation and the BSA to deliver the content which End User has requested. 

8. The requested contents in the Home Network are provided to the End User.
9. After providing BCAST Contents, the Visited Network collects revenues from the Home Network for the BCAST Service provided to the roaming End User. The details of interactions between the Home Network and the Visited Network for charging are out of scope of BCAST Services. The BSM of the Home Network may check the content information from the BSA. The charging information may be exchanged between the BSM of the Home Network and that of the Visited Network.

3.2 Service continuity of Broadcast services through cellular wireless network
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Figure 2. Service continuity of Broadcast services through cellular wireless network

1. The End User subscribed BCAST services at the Home Network before he/she moves to the Visited Network. The exact mechanism to roam from the Home Network to the Visited Network is out of BCAST scope. In this case, the Visited Network has no capability of providing BCAST services, however, can provide packet and/or circuit services.

2. The End User moves to the Visited Network and tries access the BCAST services. However, the BCAST service or/and the Service Guide information for this service are not available. The End User requests BCAST Service or BCAST Service Guide over cellular network of the Visited Network.
3. The Visited Network obtains authorisation from the Home Network to provide the broadcast contents to the roaming End User. In this case, the Home Network may transfer the user information to the Visited Network for roaming. 

4. The Visited Network requests the BCAST Service Guide to the BSA of the Home Network.
5. The BSA provides the BCAST service attributes to the BSDA in the Home Network. The BSDA in the Home Network generates Service Guide and delivers Service Guide to the End User in the Visited Network.
6. After reviewing the Service Guide, the End User requests proper BCAST services to the BSA of Home Network in the Visited Network
7. It is assumed that there is interaction between the entity of Content Creation and the BSA to deliver the content which End User has requested. 
8. The requested contents in the Home Network are provided to the End User.
9. After providing BCAST Contents, the Visited Network collects revenues from the Home Network for the BCAST Service provided to the roaming End User. The details of interactions between the Home Network and the Visited Network for charging are out of scope of BCAST Services. The BSM of the Home Network may check the content information from the BSA. The charging information may be exchanged between the BSM of the Home Network and the Visited Network.
