6. Discovery of Service Guide

6.1 Service Guide Transmitted over Broadcast Channel

The service guide discovery mechanisms that are specified in this section relate to the discovery of a Service Guide that is distributed over Broadcast Channel (i.e. they do not relate to Service Guides that are not using the Broadcast Channel). In this case, the Terminal will need to know how to find and access the broadcast IP flows that carry the broadcast Service Guide.

Service Guide Discovery over Broadcast Channel

The entry point to a Service Guide on a Broadcast Channel SHALL be defined as an entry point to file delivery session carrying the Service Guide and originating from Service Guide Generation Function (over interface BSG-3) or from Service Guide Distribution Function (over interface BSG-5). The entry point information SHALL consist of:

· (Optionally) IP Source Address & Port

· IP Destination Multicast Address & Port

· (optionally) URL of  the SDP fragment which describes the file distribution session(s) that carry the Service Guide

Note: whether IPv4 and/or IPv6, to be discussed generally, not only Service Guide –related.

The file delivery session carrying Service Guide SHALL use port number <TBD>. The above is the minimum set of information needed to resolve the IP addresses to BDS specific parameters and to initialise the reception of file delivery session carrying the Service Guide.

There MAY be several entry points to several Service Guides on a single Broadcast Channel.

The existence of and entry point to Service Guide delivery over the Broadcast Channel MAY be signalled using signalling native to each Broadcast Delivery System. Thus, to discover the Service Guide on the Broadcast Channel the Terminal SHALL expect the BDS to convey the above information through BDS specific signalling. The detailed guidelines for such signalling in a set of Broadcast Delivery Systems are given in BDS Adaptation Specifications [ref: BDS adaptation for DVB-H, BDS adaptation for MBMS, BDS adaptation for BCMCS]. 

Service Guide Discovery over Interaction Channel

The entry point to a Service Guide on an Interaction Channel SHALL be the URL of an SDP fragment which describes the file distribution session(s) that carry the Service Guide. These file distribution sessions originate from a Service Guide server implementing Service Guide Generation Function (over interface BSG-4) or Service Guide Distribution Function (over interface BSG-6). The entry point MAY be either fixed, or provisioned to the terminal (e.g. through Device Management), or provided out-of-band (e.g. a public or private web site).

Within a single BDS, there MAY be a different Service Guide generated for different network areas, requiring a different entry point for each particular network area. It is not in scope of this specification to define how the device learns about the applicable URL.

6.2 Service Guide Transmitted over Interaction Channel
The service guide discovery mechanisms that are specified in this section relate to the discovery of a Service Guide that is to be distributed over Interaction Channel. The Terminal needs to get some Discovery information, and sends the request to acquire Service Guide. 

The entry point to Service Guide acquisition SHALL be URL or URI, which indicates the location of Service Guide. The entry point MAY be either fixed, or provisioned to the terminal (e.g. through Device Management), or provided out-of-band (e.g. a public or private web site). The entry point information MAY be also provided by an interaction channel such as WAP PUSH, SMS or MMS.
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
