6 Detailed Change Proposal

It has been agreed in BCAST that for file distribution, it shall be possible for file metadata to be delivered in the Service Guide (SG).  It is also agreed that the minimal set of file metadata to be included are represented by those in the File Delivery Table, or FDT, in FLUTE (RFC 3926).  Some file metadata are inherently longer-lived and others shorter-lived in duration.  The former are represented in the Core class in the SG data model, in particular in the Content and Schedule fragments.  The shorter-lived metadata are represented in the Access class and in particular in the SDP fragment. The breakdown between the longer- and shorter-lived file description attributes, and their logical home in the SG data model, is shown by the following table, which should be added to the Distribution TS in Section 5.
