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1 Reason for Change

Section 5.1.5 “Interactive Service Guide Retrieval” will not be located in TS-BCAST Service since BCAST has TS-Service, which explains how a user or terminal get a service guide over interaction channel. Considering the flow for this section in AD, the intention of this section is to shows the messages, which are necessary for user to get price information of a certain service. To reflect the intention clearly, the change of title is proposed. In addition to this, some changes are proposed to make a message structure efficiently.
· 5.1.5.1 Service Guide Request
· Message name is changed to Price Information Request

· Category of UserID is changed as optional because ,normally, we don’t need to verify User in order that we provide price information. However, for roaming case, UserID may be required because Roaming user can have the different policy for price.
· Element of User Language is deleted. If a user does not know a language, which are used under the current Broadcast system, then how a user or terminal can send a  request message to BSM?.

· Category of DeviceID is also changed as optional. The reason is the same to UserID case.

· It is not clear to have BSDAID and BsdaInfoUrl at the same message. If the data type of BsdaID is changed to AnyURI, we can archive the same purpose with one element.
· The category of BSDAID is changed as optional because Price information is managed by BSM. Therefore, normally BSM does not need to ask price information to BSD/A.

· ServiceItemID is changed to PurchaseItemID.

· Regarding Authentication element, reference section 5.13 contains the limited information. Therefore not for clarification is added.
· 5.1.5.2 Service Guide Response

· Clarifications on the message usage are changed.

· For message for successful operation

· BsdaID is removed since there is no necessity in the response message and terminal can know where this message from.

· New element “Purchase Item ID” and “Price Info” are added. In the current message configuration, the response message delivers Service Guide Fragment in order to let user know price information. Only for price information, the delivery of Service Guide Fragment may cause the waste of resource.

· Category of Service Guide Fragment is changed to optional because , only for price information, delivery of Service Guide Fragment may not be necessary.

· Note for Authentication is added.

· For message for unsuccessful operation

· BsdaID is removed since there is no necessity in the response message and terminal can know where this message from.

· Service Item ID is changed to Purchase Item ID.

· Note for Authentication is added.

· General note for section 5.1.5 is added to reflect this change on AD in the future ( during Consistency review)
