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1 Reason for Change

The current description of Session Description in Sec. 5.2.2.4 – Access is not clear in distinguishing session description related information from its instantiation either as a Session Description fragment, or encapsulation within the Access fragment.  Similarly, Sec. 5.2.2.5 – Session Description is not clear in its description of session description vs. associated delivery procedure description components of the MBMS User Service Description.  In addition, since only Session Description fragment is currently defined in the SG data model, for correctness it is proposed to replace the terms “SessionDescription fragment” and “AuxiliaryDescription fragment” in Sec. 5.2.2.4 and 5.2.2.5 by “session description information” and “auxiliary description information”, respectively.  This CR proposes modified text for these sections.

Furthermore, as referenced by the SessionDescriptionReference, the Session_Description fragment contains either SDP-formatted session description information, or XML-formatted auxiliary description information.

· Zero or one instance of session description information, formatted according to the syntax of Session Description Protocol (SDP) [RFC 2327], or
Zero, one, or more instances of 
· Auxiliary description information, formatted in XML.

The auxiliary description information is provided in text format either as Associated Delivery Procedure Description, specified by MBMS user service description (MBMS-USD) [26.346, Section 5.2.2.2], or as an associated delivery procedure description, specified in [OMA BCAST Distribution TS] section 5.3.4. 

The session description information MAY be directly contained in the associated Access fragment. Further, when it is contained in the Session_Description fragment, this fragment MAY be referenced by a URI in the associated Access fragment, and encapsulated in SGDU for delivery. 

The following applies to the SDP-formatted Session_Description fragment.

· For IPv6 support in SDP, RFC 3266 is used. 

· Service Guide fragments may also contain other SDP extensions.

5.2.2.5.1 Auxiliary Description
Auxiliary description information as contained in the Session_Description fragment are XML-formatted and its type can be either:

- MBMS USD fragments in the form of Associated Delivery Procedure Description as defined in [26.346]

- An associated delivery procedure description as defined in [OMA BCAST Distribution TS] section 5.3.4

A single Access fragment MAY reference a Session_Description fragment containing zero, one or more instances of auxiliary description information. Only one of the auxiliary description types SHALL be contained in the Session_Description fragment referenced by the Access fragment.
