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1 Reason for Change

OMA-BCAST-2005-0616R02 as agreed during the Feb ’06 meeting.  It contained an undetected error by (inadvertently?) deleting mixed real-time and non-real-time service types.  Previously, mixed TV/Clipcast and mixed radio/Clipcast were agreed as valid service types, and were listed in the previous version of the TS SG. They should be reinstated since their presence is independent of the agreed rationale for Doc-616R02 - namely, to decouple service interaction functionality from service type.
During the discussion of this document, it was indicated that the agreed means for indicating a mixed RT/NRT service type is by presenting multiple instances of the ServiceType element, one for each of the basic service type components.  Therefore the proposed method of the original document is not necessary.  It was agreed to add a editor’s note to provide such clarification in the Service fragment.
Furthemore, for faster parsing, it is proposed that the separation between reserved and proprietary ServiceTypes be based on binary alignment as opposed to decimal alignment.
