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1 Reason for Contribution

This CR represents the Qualcomm and Sprint Nextel view from the 3GPP2 BCMCS perspective, on the issue of simplification of FLUTE FDT Instance schema as posed in BCAST Doc-269.
2 Summary of Contribution

Although BCMCS [3GPP2 X.S0022] currently does not support file distribution services, such work has begun in 3GPP2 TSG-C.  In particular, as currently agreed in C.P0070, BCMCS terminals SHALL support ALC, and MAY support FLUTE for file distribution.  In anticipation of NO/TO specification regarding FLUTE usage for file distribution in BCMCS, we believe it is reasonable to expect that in BCMCS (similar to DVB-H and MBMS), FDT attributes Content-Type and Content-Length will be specified as mandatory in <FDT-Instance> and <FDT-Type>.
3 Detailed Proposal

BCAST should adopt “SIMPLIFICATION 1” (as opposed to SIMPLIFICATION 2) as proposed in Doc-269.  Specifically, FDT attributes Content-Type and Content-Length should be mandatory in the elements <FDT-Instance> and <FDT-Type> in the FDT Instance schema.  Consequently, restriction types FDT-InstanceType-BdsDvb or FDT-InstanceType-BdsMbmsDvb, and FileType-BdsMbmsDvb need not be specified in the Distribution schema and text, nor in the DVB-H and MBMS Adaptation TSs.

5 Recommendation

In anticipation of similarity between BCMCS, MBMS and DVB-H specification of FLUTE-based file distribution services, BCAST should adopt “SIMPLIFICATION 1” (as opposed to SIMPLIFICATION 2) as proposed in Doc-269.  Specifically, FDT attributes Content-Type and Content-Length should be mandatory in the elements <FDT-Instance> and <FDT-Type> in the FDT Instance schema.  Consequently, restriction types FDT-InstanceType-BdsDvb or FDT-InstanceType-BdsMbmsDvb, and FileType-BdsMbmsDvb need not be specified in the Distribution schema and text, nor in the DVB-H and MBMS Adaptation TSs.
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
