Action to Samsung make a CR to clarify the precedence of some common elemenst/attributes in fragments.


The following elements and attributes have the same Name in both Service and Content fragment: id, version, validFrom, validTo, and Weight in attributes and Name, Description, ParentalRating, TargetUserProfile, Genre, UserRating, ExtensionURL, PreviewDataIDRef, and broadcast_area in elements.

Id, version, validFrom, validTo, Weight, Name, Description, ExtensionURL, and PreviewDataIDRef within them are fragment specific attributes/elements.  So, there is no need to clarify them.

However, ParentalRating, TargetUserProfile, Genre, UserRating, and broadcast_area need to clarify precedence when the value is specified in both fragments.  Service Fragment describes at an aggregate level of the content items.  Therefore, Service fragment describes broad range of Broadcast Service and Content fragment describes more specific information.  In this sense, the value of common elements/attributes in Content fragment should precede the value of common elements/attributes in Service fragment.  For Instance, if broadcast_area in Service fragment is “New York” and broadcast_area in Content fragment associated with the Service fragment is “Queens”, it means that Content is available only in Queens although the content belong in the Service whose area is “New York”.

Change 1: Add clarification text in section 5.1.2.1
5.1.2.1 Service

A service represents a bundle of content items, which forms a logical group to the end-user. An example would be a TV channel, composed of several TV shows. A Service fragment contains the metadata describing the Mobile Broadcast service. It is possible to have the same attributes and elements with its associated Content fragment and the value defined in Content fragment precedes that in Service fragment for the following elements: ParentalRating, TargetUserProfile, Genre, UserRating, and broadcast_area.   
Change 2: Add clarification text in section 5.1.2.3 
5.1.2.3 Content 

Content fragment describes a content or programme that is a part of a service that the content refers to. A   content fragment can be composed of several (audiovisual) media streams originating from several sources which together form a logical entity. An example is a single TV show broadcasted in several audio languages.  A Content fragment contains the metadata to describe a content or programme, represented by the attributes and elements in the following table.  In case of ParentalRating, TargetUserProfile, Genre, UserRating, and broadcast_area, the value of Content fragment precedes that of Service fragment if its associated Service fragment has the same element.
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
