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1 Reason for Change

In IC-817R01, it is shown how ALC delivery of SGDD is enabled by employing one or more of several mechanisms.  CR-831 proposes the SGDD changes for such purpose.  This CR proposes text changes in Section 6.1.1 of the SG TS, to properly describe the service guide discovery procedure over the broadcast channel, when either FLUTE or ALC can be used for file object delivery.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Revision of Section 6.1.1 of SG TS
6.1.1 Service Guide Discovery over Broadcast Channel

The entry point to a Service Guide on a Broadcast Channel SHALL be defined as an entry point to a file delivery session, employing either ALC or FLUTE, for carrying Service Guide announcement information, over the associated Service Guide Announcement Channel.  This file delivery session originates from either the Service Guide Distribution Function (over interface SG-5), or the underlying Broadcast Distribution System.
The entry point to a Service Guide Announcement Channel SHALL represent a FLUTE or ALC file delivery session carrying only SGDDs, or a mix of SGDUs and SGDDs.  The parameters for this entry point represent the minimum set of information needed to initialise the reception of a file delivery session carrying the Service Guide announcement information (and optionally, Service Guide fragments) and subsequently, enable the reception of the Service Guide itself. 
The following rules apply to the entry point information:
· An  IP Source Address MAY be included,
· It SHALL include a fixed IP Destination Multicast Address:
· 224.0.23.165 for IPv4, and 
· FF0X:0:0:0:0:0:0:132 for IPv6,

· It SHALL include fixed IP Destination Port: 4090,
· It MAY include the URI of the Session_Description fragment which describes the file distribution session(s) that carry the SGDUs and/or SGDDs,
· There SHALL be exactly one ALC/LCT channel in the session,
· The Transport Session Identifier (TSI) MAY be variable, which means that there MAY be more than one file delivery session per entry point.
These parameters MAY be provided to the terminal using signalling native to each Broadcast Distribution System.  Thus, to discover the Service Guide on the Broadcast Channel the Terminal SHALL expect the BDS to convey the above information through BDS-specific signalling.  The detailed guidelines for such signalling in specific Broadcast Delivery Systems are given in BDS Adaptation Specifications (See [BCAST10-DVBH-IPDC-Adaptation], [BCAST10-MBMS-Adaptation], [BCAST10-BCMCS-Adaptation]).
There MAY be multiple entry points corresponding to multiple Service Guide Announcement Channels on a single Broadcast Channel.

The entry point to a Service Guide Delivery Channel SHALL represent a FLUTE or ALC file delivery session carrying SGDUs, and originating from Service Guide Distribution Function (over interface SG-5) or underlying Broadcast Distribution Systems.  That
 entry point information is provided in the SGDD.
