	The terminal implementation could not display content broadcast time.

The terminal implementation is expecting content broadcast time to be signaled in the SG as the start/end of the PresentationWindow in the schedule fragment.

However:

- This only applies to download content or cachecasting, but NOT to live content (in that case, the semantics in the Standard requires that start=end)

- Only start/end time delivered in Content fragments are explicitely intended to be displayed to the user. Other dates are for terminal usage.

At the beginning of the test SG data only contained Content fragments and NOT Schedule.

Schedule fragments had to be created with values that are UNCONSISTENT with the BCast spec, in order to have the terminal implementation display some events."

Proposed resolution: Clarify the spec text as it seems to be prone to misinterpretation.

	The bootstrap descriptor in the stream does not signal a multiple stream configuration whereas the stream is multiple stream. Standard should clearly define the bootstrap configuration either single/multiple stream.

Proposed resolution: specify the signalling in the bootstrap descriptor.

	"MBMS spec (33.246) dictates that STKMs shall be protected with (among other) the RAND value used in the associated LTKM.

This RAND value is currently not signalled in SP4 (keyRequest between LTKM->STKM generators) and prevents the distribution of mentioned components."

Proposed resolution: specify the missing signalling in SP-4.

	In BCAST TS SG section 5.4.1.4., In section 5.4.1.4 of TS SG, there is a bullet reads: “in the case of broadcast delivery of SGDUs, the network SHALL signal GZIP compression of every SGDU using the ‘encoding’ attribute of the SGDD”,

however “encoding” attribute does not exist in SGDD, hence this bullet should be removed.

Proposed resolution: remove the bullet in question.

	In BCAST TS SG section 6.1.1, it specifies that for SG announcement channel: “The terminal SHALL assume that there is at most one FLUTE session per entry point. the value of the Transport Session Identifier (TSI) MAY be any valid value and the number of ALC/LCT channels in the FLUTE session for Service Guide announcement is fixed to 1. ”

According to the ALC specification, the TSI is scoped by the source IP address, and the (source IP address, TSI) pair uniquely identifies a session. That means, the TSI is not scoped to the Service Guide Entry point as defined it in spec, but to the source IP. As multiple file delivery sessions may originate from the source IP address which provides the announcement session, the flexibility given in the spec may lead to ambiguity in some implementations.  Hence we would prefer to set a fix value for SG announcement channel TSI, eg. TSI=“0”. 

Proposed resolution: specify a fixed value for TSI, e.g. 0.
