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1 Reason for Change

This CR adds explicit BCAST release version information to HTTP POST URL. The URL is used when back-end messages are exchanged between FA and FD components. Release information helps communication in future when FD and FA might support multiple versions of the OMA BCAST specification.

The CR is a follow-up to CR 462R01 which makes similar correction to the URLs used to send roaming back-end messages.

Change 1:  Fixing the File Distribution back-end interface messages
6.4.1.2 Back-end Interface Messages
Messages to and from the FA or the FD are transported using HTTP as the transport by placing both the requests and the responses addressed to FA or FD into the payload of the HTTP messages. The requests SHOULD be transported using  HTTP POST and the responses SHOULD be transported using the HTTP responses corresponding to the HTTP POST requests.  The syntax for the requests SHOULD be as follows:
· POST <host>/oma/bcast1.0/fd HTTP/1.1\r\n<SessionCreationMessage>

· POST <host>/oma/bcast1.0/fd HTTP/1.1\r\n<SessionDeletionMessage>

· POST <host>/oma/bcast1.0/fd HTTP/1.1\r\n<FileInsertionMessage>

· POST <host>/oma/bcast1.0/fd HTTP/1.1\r\n<FileRemovalMessage>

where the <host> denotes the part of the URI representing the address of the host.

Change 2:  Fixing the Stream Distribution back-end interface messages
