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1 Overview

This liaison statement is sent to 3GPP2 TSG-X in reply to recent LSs from TSG-X to BCAST on the BCAST RD and AD documents.

2 Proposal

Dear Betsy,

The OMA BAC BCAST group wishes to thank 3GPP2 TSG-X for the liaison statements (LS) dated 18 Feb and 22 April 2005, addressing the BCAST RD and AD, respectively.  While a LS response (OMA-BCAST-2005-0136R02) has already been provided regarding the former 3GPP2 LS, it was not complete and indicated that response on content and service protection would be furnished at a later date.  In the meantime, the 3GPP2 22 April correspondence specifically addresses BCAST service protection.  This document is intended to provide an integrated BCAST response regarding BCAST content and service protection.

The BCAST group is in the midst of defining the architecture and technical specifications for content and service protection.  Up to now there is limited debate/concern on the suitability of OMA DRM 2.0 and extensions for providing content protection.  However, the group is still working on developing the appropriate architecture and mechanisms for service protection.  Although OMA DRM 2.0 and extensions is intended as the target platform for service protection, there is recent interest from companies, similar to the concern raised by 3GPP2 LS, for binding service protection to the subscription.  Given the complexity of this issue, no resolution has taken place, but BCAST is actively working on devising the proper solution as part of specifications development for the BCAST Enabler package deliverable.  As progress and decisions are reached on service protection, we will communicate that information in a timely manner to 3GPP2.  In the meantime, we would like to again express our appreciation to the insightful comments and suggestions from 3GPP2 TSG-X on the BCAST RD and AD, and will certainly keep those in mind as we progress the BCAST architecture and specifications development.
