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1 Overview

Dear Prof Ulrich Reimers,
On behalf of Open Mobile Alliance, BCAST WG appreciates your LS letter aiming at resuming the collaboration between DVB and OMA-BCAST to specifically address the adaptation of OMA-BCAST enabler to DVB-NGH (Next Generation Handheld). 

In the BCAST WG first, we have actively discussed your proposal recently and agreed to accept it. We have then reported BCAST WG conclusions to OMA Technical Plenary and requested the approval for BCAST WG to start the necessary work for BCAST adaptation to DVB-NGH. OMA TP has accepted the BCAST WG request and asked BCAST WG to plan and undertake all the necessary actions to complete the work duly.

So, I’m glad to inform you that BCAST WG will resume the cooperation with DVB-TM for the adaptation of BCAST enabler to the DVB-NGH system.

Furthermore, the BCAST WG have also checked which parts of the BCAST 1.1 enabler could be impacted and thus require adaptation in accordance with our analysis of the information available on the DVB-NGH system. As a result, we have found that several specifications may require adaptation and modifications, such as the Requirement Document, Architecture Document, TS-Service Guide, TS-Service, TS-Distribution, TS-Service Protection Content Protection. Though, these changes will be very minor in term of BCAST. On the other hand, DVB-NGH adaptation specification is also required for adapting BCAST Enabler to DVB-NGH system.

To address all the adaptation work, OMA process stipulates that a new Work Item proposal has to be made and approved. The BCAST WG has started drafting the new work item proposal, with focus only on adaptation to NGH. This new work item will probably be named as BCAST 1.2.

We will present this new Work Item Proposal at OMA TP on June and expected that OMA TP will approve it at the June/July meeting. We expect that the time required to get the adaptation work completed will be relatively short, but clearly the timing will depend on when the DVB-NGH specification will be ready.
2 Proposal

In you LS letter, you asked how we should proceed to specify the BCAST adaptation to DVB-NGH. As you know, BCAST WG experienced in the past the BCAST adaptation for DVB-H and DVB-SH. So, we believe that for DVB-NGH, we can follow the same procedure, as summarized hereafter:

· BCAST WG will draft DVB-NGH adaptation
· Then, BCAST WG will request DVB to review our draft. If necessary, we can organize a joint conference call or we can send our representative to you to discuss our draft.
· Upon agreement between BCAST WG and DVB, the adaptation solution can be ratified by both OMA and DVB.
3 Requested Action(s)

To start our work on BCAST adaptation for DVB-NGH, BCAST WG needs to know more details about the NGH system operations, specifically the required signalling for the NGH network. We also need to know when your specification will become publicly available since BCAST 1.2 will have to have the DVB-NGH specification as the normative reference.
We appreciate your inputs to the above.

4 Conclusion

The OMA-BCAST WG looks forward to resuming the collaboration with DVB for a successful adaptation of BCAST Enabler to DVB-NGH.
Should you require any detail on or information on the NGH adaptation work planned from the OMA side, please let me know.
