BCAST WG appreciated for sending LS about BCAST adaptation for NGH and possible extension to DVB T2.

We’d like to inform DVB Project that OMA Technical Plenary has approved BCAST 1.2 NGH WI on 10th August 2011. BCAST WG has started to update BCAST RD, AD and Technical Specifications to reflect NGH on BCAST 1.2 ERP (Enabler Release Package) from Vancouver meeting.
You asked BCAST WG to extend the scope of BCAST 1.2 NGH to include also support for DVB-T2 (Lite). From OMA point of view, any change on the scope of the approved Work item requires work Item Socialization, Release Planning WG review, Requirement WG review, Architecture WG review, OMA TP level socialization, one e-voting for WI scope and final e-voting for WI approval, Normally, it takes more than 4 months. Therefore, it would be difficult for BCAST WG to extend BCAST 1.2 scope at this stage.
From technical point of view, we assume that the specification created for NGH adaptation could be applied for DVB-T2 (Lite) as well, in case there is IP support in DVB-T2 (Lite). 

You also asked the possibility of having the joint meeting between OMA and DVB Project for BCAST adaptation for NGH. BCAST WG happily informed that we will send our representatives to DVB-NGH meeting in the near future.

We’d like to ask about the target schedule to finalise the DVB NGH specification work because we should have NGH specification as the normative reference for BCAST 1.2 ERP
