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1 Reason for Contribution

To resolve DCD ADRR AI 0921
#3: Need to create an input contribution addressing adaptation.
2 Summary of Contribution

This AI arose from the discussion of OMA-CD-2006-0095-INP_DCD_ADRR_AI_0821_Nr10. In the minutes, it was recorded as “Telefonica suggests that the action item also covers “adaptation.”  The current contribution does not address adaptation.  Cingular stated that adaptation applies more to the characteristics of the application.  The contribution addresses attributes that are independent of a particular channel.” The action item 0821 #10: to establish the differentiation between customisation, personalization and related terms.

Text is added to the new section “5.5.1.3 Personalization and Customization” as agreed in OMA-CD-2006-0095R01, to further clarify what is meant by adaptation, and what aspects of adaptation are within DCD scope.

3 Detailed Proposal

CHANGE 1: Modify the first paragraph of section 5.5.1.3:
As defined in [DCD-RD], personalization involves the dynamic adaptation of content to a user’s dynamic profile. As defined in [DCD-RD], customization involves the static adaptation of content to a user’s preferences. [DCD-RD] also clearly limits the DCD Enabler role in personalization and customization, such that “content transformation” is out of scope. Thus for the DCD Enabler, content adaptation is limited to controlling the way that content is delivered, i.e. what/when/how content is delivered based upon the dynamic profile and static preferences of the user. Content objects are not themselves (e.g. their internal values or encoding) adapted by being “opened” or modified by the DCD Enabler itself, although DCD Enabler entities may use external enablers for that function.
