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1 Reason for Contribution

Contribution OMA-CD-2006-0182 identified several areas that required clarification in the DCD AD. One such area is the relationship between content items of a DCD Channel and a DCD Enabled Client Application, i.e. description on the ability for content items associated to one DCD channel can be shared across several DCD Enabled Client Applications.
This contribution proposes several changes to clarify that clarifies that a DCD Channel is applicable to one or more DCD-Enabled Client Applications.

	Application Profile (AP)
	The Application Profile (AP) is the set of static definitions and rules that allow the DCD Enabler to handle the delivery of the DCD Content for a particular DCD-Enabled Client Application. The AP consists of the collection of Channel Metadata plus application specific parameters common for multiple DCD Channels (e.g. application-id). The AP facilitates the processing of dynamic metadata (i.e. Content Metadata).

· Application Profile Handling
· This function allows the DCD Client to handle the delivery of DCD Content for one or more DCD-Enabled Client Applications according to the Application Profile(s). The Application Profile and its Channel Metadata include, but are not limited to, the following elements:
· Application-ID – identify the type of application, as a unique identifier for the purpose of interoperability and content routing

· Content Packaging Format – e.g. ATOM, RSS, CDF, etc.

· Channel Management Attributes – allow the DCD Client handle the channels in the way that is appropriate for this application, e.g. channel preferences

· Content Storage Management Attributes – allows this type of applications to request specific content storage options or actions provided by the content storage of DCD Client, e.g:

· Content storage allocation and reservation in DCD Client

· Content retention policies in the content storage of DCD Client

· Content Category / Type, (e.g. MIME Type(s) , or arbitrary string like “rss/finance/stock-quotes”), to identify the types of content requested in this channel

· Data Handling and Delivery Rules, which specify the static definitions and rules for representing the channel and delivering the channel content to one or more DCD-Enabled Client Applications, e.g. DCD Content and the Content Metadata / Schema for this channel.
