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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution attempts to address the outstanding AI (AI 0824#2) that requests the creation of a session management section applied to the broadcast environment. 

Although there is a common view that such a section is not required for the AD, the existing use of the term “Session” is misleading as it seems to relate only to the point-to-point delivery context rather than both point-to-point and broadcast delivery contexts.

This contribution proposes the inclusion of a new definition for DCD Session that describes both DCD delivery contexts.

Definitions
	DCD Session

	The definition of a DCD session depends on the context of DCD content delivery. In the point-to-point delivery context a DCD session is a continuous logical connection between DCD Server and DCD Client established for the purpose of exchanging information, e.g. DCD Content. In the broadcast delivery context a DCD Session is considered as the delivery of DCD Content during a specific period from DCD Server to DCD Client, where typically the DCD Client is unknown to the DCD Server.

Content Delivery

“Content delivery” as used here includes the methods and overall process for establishing and maintaining the automated or on-demand delivery of content during a DCD Session (see section 3.2) via the DCD Enabler. Content delivery is described here in term of channel (the set of content items related to specific DCD-enabled services) lifecycle and operations. Further details for the functions described here are provided in the subsequent sections for the DCD functional entities and interfaces.
