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ITU-T SG9 would like to inform Open Mobile Alliance of start the new study on harmonization of content format that supports device integration capability. Device integration capability means functionalities with provision of multiple devices connected to each other for presentation and user interaction. Such capability will be useful to extend the receiver functionality and effective to introduce new kinds of interactive services. ITU-T SG9 is investigating existing standards that provide similar functionalities and considering specifying a harmonized architecture. Any contribution related to this work from Open Mobile Alliance will be important for harmonization of the content format.
ITU-T SG9 intends to continue work on the harmonization of content formats and would like to exchange views and information of development in this area with Open Mobile Alliance. ITU-T SG9 will highly welcome the information on your work and specifications related to device integration.
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
