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1 Overview

This liaison is to recommend to ETSI M2M to look at possible collaboration with OMA CPNS on M2M work and avoid any potential overlap. 
2 Proposal

OMA CD CPNS has recently become aware of the M2M work which has been under development for less than a year in ETSI M2M. Some of the objectives of M2M work item seem to be similar to some of the objectives of CPNS work which started in October 2008 and the AD phase is about to be completed.
In particular, the two following objectives have come to the attention of CPNS and where there is a possible  overlap with the CPNS work in OMA:

M2M applications for connected consumers 
M2M applications for eHealth.
Both these applications or use cases can be addressed by CPNS, and actually converging consumer devices with cellular/WAN network and services is what CPNS is about. 

As for the eHealth application, this could also be addressed by CPNS enabler and specifically is covered in the Remote PNE connection use case where multiple Personal Networks can be connected together via the CPNS server and as such would fulfil the objectives of M2M applications for eHealth:

· the remote monitoring of patient health and fitness information, 

· possibly the triggering of alarms when critical conditions are detected
· in some cases also the remote control of certain medical treatments or parameters
OMA CPNS also has the Gateway entity that plays the role of a converging entity between the Cellular/WAN network and Personal Area Network.

Given these already addressed objectives, OMA CPNS recommend that ETSI M2M and OMA CPNS collaborate on these issues in order to avoid overlaps. 
Timeframe for OMA CPNS work is end of 2010 or early 2011. It would be good to know ETSI M2M’s timeframe and whether these timeframes are aligned in order to meet the market needs and market demands. 
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA CPNS SWG kindly requests your consideration and response to this recommendation. 
OMA CPNS can also offer additional details as necessary to help clarify the related work in OMA.
