Content Delivery Working Group of Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) and its Sub-Working Group OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI would like to know when GlobalPlatform Secure Element Access Control specification (GP Device Committee) could be available for OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG in order for OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG to be able to study the GlobalPlatform solution and the suitability for the Connection Manager API.
2 Proposal

Dear GlobalPlatform Technical Director,

Content Delivery Working Group of Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) and its Sub-Working Group OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI has been informed that GlobalPlatform is working on a Secure Element Access Control specification in GlobalPlatform Device Committee.
As OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG is developing the OpenCMAPI Enabler defining an interface through which connection manager services are made available to different applications in device, OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG would like not to reinvent the wheel and would like to study the GlobalPlatform solution and decide if it could reference the GlobalPlatform Access Control specification for the OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI Access Control to UICC feature.

As a reminder OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG is in the process of starting the OpenCMAPI Enabler Consistency Review with the target to have this Enabler approved as Candidate (meaning specification is stable and frozen) by latest the 24th of February 2012.
OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG would like to know when GlobalPlatform Secure Element Access Control specification (GP Device Committee) could be available for OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG. 
In addition, if the GlobalPlatform development schedules do not seem compatible with OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI Enabler schedules, OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG would like to know what could be the GlobalPlatform’s proposals for OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG having access to an early version of the Secure Element Access Control specification.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA CD WG and its Sub-Working Group OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI would like to know when GlobalPlatform Secure Element Access Control specification (GP Device Committee) could be available for OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG. 

In addition, if the GlobalPlatform development schedules do not seem compatible with OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI Enabler schedules, OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG would like to know what could be the solutions that GlobalPlatform could propose to OMA-CD-OpenCMAPI SWG.
