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1 Reason for Contribution

CR OMA-MWG-2006-0001-CR-MIW-AD-issue-A032.zip. submitted to R&A addresses the review comment A032 that was received during the AD review of the Messaging Services Inter-working AD. This contribution contains comment on the proposed changes in the CR.

2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed modification by CR# OMA-MWG-2006-0001 is confusing and may cause misinterpretation of the agreed MIW’s dependency on the Presence enabler. This contribution suggests to modify the paragraph by clearly stating that the “optional” functionality is about providing User Profile information and not the functions of the Presence enabler.
3 Detailed Proposal

The change proposed in CR#OMA-MWG-2006-0001 is as follows:

Change 1:  (optional)Brief description of specific change

Presence

This logical entity provides support for –

· Availability of user by maintaining a list of all actual message services (e.g., IM and MMS) via which the user is available.


· 
This logical entity may provide user profile information that is cached as part of the presence functionality and is relevant to the different messaging services.  This optional functionality may imply that the interface to the User Profile logical entity will be the responsibility of the Presence enabler rather than the MR. This may be configuration dependent.
In Section 5.1 Dependencies, we have the statement that "MIW is dependent on the OMA Presence Enabler for presence capabilities. " The word “optional” in the second sentence of the paragraph is the cause of possible confusion and misinterpretation. We suggest modification of the above paragraph as follows:

This logical entity may provide user profile information that is cached as part of the Presence enabler functions and relevant to the different messaging services.  The optional functionality of providing user profile information implies that the interface to the User Profile logical entity will be the responsibility of the Presence enabler rather than the MR. This may be configuration dependent.
4 Recommendation

It is recommended that the proposed modification to CR OMA-MWG-2006-0001 be incorporated and the modified CR be agreed for the R&A process to move forward.
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
