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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank OMA MWG-CPM for their LS on routing. This LS reply contains answers to the questions raised in the LS.
Answer Q1:
3GPP TS 24.229 does not currently forbid an AS (Application Server), acting as a B2BUA, to insert Route header fields.
However, it was realized that all the remaining iFCs (initial filter criterias) will still be processed before the added Route header is applied. If ASs, invoked by the remaining iFCs, also modify the routing, the request may eventually not reach the destination intended by a specific AS.  The operator of a single AS will not be in a position to control the presence or absence of other ASs in the iFC.

It was also commented that there may be better protocol solutions, which are based on regular iFC processing, to implement the use-case presented in the LS.

Answer Q2:

According to subclause 5.7.3 (Application Server (AS) acting as originating UA) of 3GPP TS 24.229, if the application server is behaving on behalf of a PSI (Public Service Identity), if the AS is able to resolve the next hop address by itself and the operator policy allows it, the AS is allowed to forward the originating request directly to the destination without involving the S-CSCF.
Answer Q3:

The understanding of CT1 is that the mailto scheme is currently not supported in IMS. According to 3GPP TS 22.228, only the following schemes are allowed: sip, tel, im and pres.
