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1. GSMA RCS thanks OMA for its liaison and the good and comprehensive presentations that were given at the RCS plenary on OMA CPM and OMA CAB.

RCS discussed the goals, similarities and differences of RCS and OMA CPM and CAB

Regarding the Goals:
RCS brings enriched communications to customers, across voice and messaging services, by moving the phonebook to the core of the user experience.

CPM develops a platform for future converged messaging service that could be packaged with other OMA Enablers, such as OMA CAB, Presence etc., to offer a future communication suite.

Regarding the similarities between RCS and CPM
Both are looking at enhancing the current messaging service experience. Many of the CPM features could be used by RCS as a standard based solution for the next releases of RCS (RCS will do one release in 2010, release 4). When identifying the requirements for RCS release 4, RCS will look and analyse what could be reused from OMA CPM and OMA CAB. 

Regarding the Differences:

RCS is based on existing standards, while OMA CPM develops the standards. 
RCS is focused on go-to-market activities, OMA CPM is a standardisation initiative, therefore RCS will certainly reuse some of the OMA CPM specifications in the future for RCS releases.

2. In response to your requested action:
“GSMA RCS is kindly invited to review these presentations and provide any feedbacks and suggestions for collaboration to OMA MWG.”
GSMA RCS will come back to OMA CPM and CAB when the requirements for RCS release 4 are identified.
