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Introduction
The GSMA Wholesale Solutions (WSOLU) group is responsible for the development and maintenance of:
· Charging models for both roaming and interworking 
· Business requirements for tariffing 
· New and existing service principles​
WSOLU was informed by operators implementing RCS and, in particular, Group Chat interconnection, that not all required information for identification of the group participants is available within OMA-TS-CPM_Charging_Specification-V2_2-20170926-C standard. 
Description
It is observed that that not all the information to enable the identification of all participants in a Group Chat session is available in the scenario where there are subscribers of different MNOs in a Group Chat.  In this scenario, the participating function does not provide information about the Group Chat participants when issuing CDRs for a served subscriber of the different MNOs. The controlling function would issue a CDR, but if this function sits in another MNO (the host), there will be no data feed to the other MNOs. Consequently, there is no way for the non-host MNOs to retain the full list of participants for a given message.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Currently in the standard, the participant list passes within the MNOs participating function all the time, but typically it is relayed only transparently, and not stored.
For data retention requirements in the legislation of some MNOs this would cause problems for example when a retention requirement is solicited for the non-host MNO subscribers participating in a Group Chat session and created by a subscriber of another MNO. Not all the required information for identification of the non-Host subscriber would be available in the current CDRs.
Action
WSOLU requests OMA COM CPM to analyse the possibility to include the storage of the participant list in the participating function within Group Chat in order to fulfil data retention requirements of some legislations.
