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1 Overview
The OMA-COM working group would like to inform you that a work item on Push To Communicate for Public Safety [1] has been approved and the work has started.
This Work Item is the first in a series of Work Items intended to deliver a complete set of Push-to-Communicate for Public Safety (PC_PS) application and service layer standards for voice and data in a synchronized manner with 3GPP. 
Issues this Work Item aims to solve:
PC_PS v1 – Update PoC v2.1 to support 3GPP Release 12 LTE and relevant key features based upon 
completed 3GPP requirements up through Release 12, in preparation of future upgrades from PC_PS v1 to 
be aligned with 3GPP Public Safety Requirements in subsequent 3GPP Releases.

This update (PC_PS v1) will be synchronized to 3GPP Release 12, but excluding:
Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE) 
Proximity Services (ProSe) 
This update (PC_PS v1) will be synchronized to 3GPP Release 12, and shall include:
Update PoC v2.1 SIP/IP Core operations to align with 3GPP Release 12 LTE architecture
Adapt PoC v2.1 Multicast (currently using MBMS over UTRA) to use eMBMS over LTE
OMA COM WG understands that work related to Critical Communication Evolution is on-going in your organization (ETSI-TC-TCCE (TETRA and Critical Communication Evolution)) and would like to invite input and feedback to ensure that requirements generated in both organisations are aligned and taken into consideration.

2 Requested Actions
1. Take the approved work item on PCPS [1] into account, and

2. Provide feedback, comments and inputs related to possible cooperation and coordination activities.
