1 Overview

The OMA COM EVVM (Enhanced Visual Voice Mail) group would like to inform the availability of the following individual IETF draft, draft-ordogh-spam-reporting-using-imap. 
This draft was prepared in response to current requirements in OMA EVVM, to address functionality related to “spam reporting” i.e. to report spam message and to report that a message is no longer a spam message. While being access independent, in order to secure optimal bandwidth usage for mobile access, the OMA EVVM working group intends to provide a mechanism to report spam while keeping the bandwidth usage at the minimal level, and possibly reuse the existing protocol stack (i.e. IMAP) which is already in scope of EVVM.

OMA EVVM expects to complete its Enabler specifications development by March 2012.
Background information:

The OMA EVVM Enabler leverages the existing IMAP-based OMTP/GSMA VVM 1.3 Specifications, improving the existing voice mail service with market driven requirements by extending it with features and functions such as the following: 

· customizable user greetings including conflict resolution
· extension of voice mail to multi-mode access networks (e.g., LTE deployment) 

· multi-device supports

· forwarding voice mails

· request future delivery

· storage of sent voice mails

· support for various audio codecs

· text to voice conversion

· user preferences

· referencing voice mail parts
