3 Detailed Proposal

General OMA Issues

· How would you like to provide feedback to OMA, and what would you  expect back?

· Where do you get information about OMA specifications?

· Where do you get information to solve development issues?

· Would you see benefits derived from having a  common OMA developer portal?

· If so, what would you want on such a site?

· How could OMA help/imporve your future development planning?

Specification Issues

· What OMA enablers are you are aware of?

· What OMA enablers do you use to develop applications?

· Or what OMA enablers have you tried to use to develop applications?

· What were the positives/negatives?

· What additional materials/information, if any, could be included in OMA specs to make them more appealing from  a developer's perspective?

Implementation Issues

· What is your development environment - server side?  client side?

· How do you deal with language/platform neutrality stance of OMA?

· What language platform do you use?  

· How do you deal with implementation issues and bring those issues back to OMA?
