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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The objective of this work item is to deliver white papers and/or technical reports describing mobile application developer requirements and recommendations.  Applications play a critical role in OMA, as clearly articulated in the OMA Overview, however the role of application developers is currently limited in OMA. In order to enable the creation of the widest possible range of applications on top of OMA-enabled technology, the results of this work item will help to bridge the gap between the promise of OMA and OMA specifications by expressing the needs of OMA application developers.

The activities carried out in this work item will elucidate and catalog developers’ requirements with respect to OMA specifications and initiatives.  These requirements will be captured and described in various ways and in various documents. 

For example, a document capturing use cases for the types of applications that developers would like to create for OMA platforms will be created.  This document would capture requirements for applications that are not currently covered by existing OMA Work Items or enabler releases.  Such requirements can serve to identify gaps in existing OMA services, which could be addressed by existing or newly created technical working groups. This document, when completed, will be submitted for consideration to an appropriate working group, such as the Requirements Working Group.  

In general, topics covered in this work item include:

· ·Descriptions of developers’ requirements for OMA technical specifications.

· Examples from current OMA technical specifications that do and do not enable mobile application development 

· Use cases from application developers specifying the types applications they wish to develop for OMA platforms

· Suggested mappings between OMA specifications and potential developer APIs 

· Recommended enabling technologies to support applications / application development

· Suggestions for contributions that application developers can make to test suites and Test Fests.
