1 Reason for Change

The DM Protocol specification defers to the OMA-SyncML-DMTND-V1_1_2 (DMTND) specification on matters of node addressing, but presently includes unnecessary language that duplicates sections of [DMTND] regarding case-sensitivity. This CR proposes to remove the redundant language from the DM Protocol specification so that the DMTND specification can clearly articulate the requirements regarding case sensitivity in node addressing.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This is a clerical change with no impact to backward compatibility. See the related OMA-DM-2004-0063R02 document for more information regarding a related change request.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

Adopting this change will make it clear and unambiguous that the DMTND specifies requirements regarding node addressing.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. 5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the Device Management working group approve this clerical change and direct the appropriate document editor to revise the DM Protocol specification at their earliest convenience.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

At present, the OMA-SyncML-DMProtocol specification includes a section 5 that provides background on the requirements and issues dealing with addressing of management tree nodes. This section presently defers to RFC 2396, Uniform Resource Identifiers (URI): Generic Syntax, and to OMA-SyncML-DMTND (DMTND) on the format and specific restrictions on URI values used in node addressing.

However, section 5 includes a redundant statement regarding the case sensitivity of URIs used in the SyncML DM Protocol. Since this is adequately addressed in [DMTND], and redundant normative requirements create a maintenance burden and potential for conflict in the specifications, it is proposed here that the following paragraph in section 5 be revised to remove the redundant language:

5. Node addressing

Each node MUST be addressed by a unique full device URI. URIs MUST follow requirements specified in Uniform Resource Identifiers (URI) [RFC2396] with the restrictions as specified in SyncML Device Management Tree and Descriptions [DMTND]. All URIs are case sensitive in SyncML DM Protocol. Node addressing is defined in [DMTND].
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
