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1 Reason for Contribution

In recent discussions on Software Management, Mikko Sahinoja from Nokia had proposed a State Diagram that depicted a simple set of states that would be used to manage the states of deployment components and associated services / applications.
Extrapolating from Mikko’s proposal, this contribution proposes a flow chart for software management and an associated state diagram that is more expressive and provides for additional states necessary. 

2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal provides for downloads across multiple sessions and for the installation after all necessary constituents of the deployment component, or deployment “bundle” have been assembled.  It provides for installation of all necessary components, over a period of time, before “activation” can happen.  It also provides for the optional acquisition of rights (as in DRM) or licenses prior to activation.
3 Detailed Proposal

The software management flowchart depicted below is only for discussion purposes.  It helps in discovering the various states for the state diagram for software management, that has been depicted on the right in the diagram below.
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The need to have all pieces of the puzzle ready, or all inputs ready, before making a “state transition”, is a concept that has been well explored and known in the art as “Petri Nets”. Such an approach provides for the firing of the state transition only when all the inputs are available – in our example, only when all the sub-components of a deployment component or deployment bundle are ready and available for consumption.
