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1 Reason for Change

The efforts in specifying the alignment between CP and DM have been made so far in the DM group. Recently, the document OMA-DM-2004-0087R02-CR_Alignment has been agreed. It provides general rules on assigning names for dynamic nodes. But, the texts in the section 5.3.1 of OMA-SyncML-DMStdObj-v1_1_2 have not been aligned with those rules, therefore it is misleading. The purpose of this contribution is to provide a better definition of DMAcc/w and Con/w nodes, which is intended to replace the one in the specification, so that those definitions are in good alignment with the recent changes in DM Bootstrap specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

In section 5.3.1 The SyncML DM Management Object, the descriptions for the dynamic node ‘DMAcc/x’ and ‘Con/w’ need to be replaced with more appropriate ones. The following two snippets show the changes. 

The change for DMAcc/x node:

DMAcc/x 
This interior node acts as a placeholder for one or more SyncML DM accounts. The node name MUST be assigned by the server or client at bootstrap. If the child nodes are mapped from the Client Provisioning parameters, the client MUST assign the node name. Then the server can modify this node name in some subsequent DM session. 
The change for Con/w node:

Con/w 
This interior node acts as a placeholder for one or more connectivity nodes. The client MUST assign the node name if the Con sub-tree is mapped by the Client Provisioning parameters. To logically link a SyncML DM account with a connectivity node, the name of this node MUST be the same as the value of the DMAcc/x/ConRef node, i.e. name(Con/w) = value(DMAcc/x/ConRef)
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
