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1 Reason for Contribution

DM WSI Use-Cases and requirements exist that deal with:

e) Triggering Billing from the DM via a WSI

This contribution will clarify the charging requirement of WSI by modifying the associated requirements in OMA-DM-2004-0295R02-DMWSI-4-SoftwareUpdate-DeviceSpecificInfo-BillingTriggers.
This contribution is provided as a better version of OMA-DM-2004-0322-Charging-Requirements-in--Device-Management for discussions purposes.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution addresses the need to provide charging information to external systems, such as billing systems or service providers:

· The device is capable of generating a chargeable event and communicating it to the DM server. The DM server SHOULD create a Charging Data Record, including all the information needed for calculating charges and describing the service and the involved parties.

· The DM server is capable of interacting with the billing system, in order to communicate the Charging Data Record, as a billable event. The DM server is capable of interacting with a service provider, in order to communicate the chargeable event or the Charging Data Record.
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3 Detailed Proposal

Delivering Charging Data Record by DM

DeliverChargingDataRecordFromDM Operation
The DM server employs this WSI to provide a charging data record to an external system, such as a Billing system within an operator’s network.  A TaskID is provided for tracking.

· SubscriberID - MSISDN, etc.
· EventInfo - Reference to the Charging Event
