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1 Reason for Contribution

At the Laguna Beach DM Ad Hoc meeting, an action item was created to prepare a proposal for DM officers to take to Release Planning (REL) regarding DTD document changes between candidate and approved versions of enabler releases.  It is necessary to make timely updates to the DTD as well as track potential updates.  The process for accomplishing such changes is not clear in the OMA processes.
This R01 version adds a recommendation to the OMA REL process with regards to availability of candidate versions of enabler releases that include machine-readable documents, such as DTDs.  Associated tools and implementations of enabler releases will need to leverage deprecated candidate enabler releases after approved enabler releases have been made available.  The timeframe for availability is suggested in this proposal.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes several principles for a process of incorporating DTD document changes into an enabler release.
3 Detailed Proposal
In the process of candidate enabler releases becoming approved enabler releases, it is envisioned that the DTD associated with these enabler releases may undergo updates.  The following processes should be followed upon DTD updates from –C to –A versions:
· DTD document changes should trigger a revision to the DTD document identifier.

· Filename

· Document header information

· For example, date and other version related information would reflect the updates.

· DTD document changes should be reflected, if applicable, in the corresponding specification(s).

· The updated DTD is included in the approved enabler release and TP, REL, and other applicable working groups are made aware of the changes.

· Availability of candidate enabler releases (inclusive of DTDs) should continue on the OMA public website with the –C designation even after the –A version of the enabler release is available.  There should also be a note that the –C version has been deprecated.  This allows for reference to candidate enabler release compliant tools and implementations that remain deployed for a timeframe after approved version is released. 
4 Intellectual Property Rights
