(1) Security Requirement

Security is important for the DM, since related information would heavily effect whole operating of wireless network.  DM information is just like the engine of client service.
For security requirement in DM WSI, part requirement should be considered by DM, part should be considered by OMA-SEC or other related workgoup or orgnization.
