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1 Reason for Change

During all the previous Scheduling discussions, it was pointed out that one of the possible problems of Scheduling would be to decide what to do in case a scheduled action is meant to be executed when the phone is switched off.
This Use Case introduces a possible solution to solve this inconvenient Use Case.

5.x.1 Short Description

Isabel has scheduled a boring SW upgrade action to be done at a time that will not bother her day to day work, so she decides to schedule it at 12:00 am. However this has been a long working day, and decides to go to bed early, at 10:00 pm she decides to switch her phone off, and when she does that, her phone automatically reminds her if she wants to execute the delayed SW Upgrade and then let the phone Power Off. She accepts it and while she is going to bed, her phone does the SW upgrade and silently switched off.

5.3.1 Actors

· User
· Device

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

· User: The User would like to be able to not be disturbed with management actions.
· Management Authority: The Management Authority is interested in making sure some management actions can be done are done within a period of time and with as less disturbance to the user as possible.
5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· User: The User is provided with the capability to decide, before switching the phone off, to decide whether or not he wants to execute some prescheduled management actions.
· Management Authority: The Management Authority is able to offer their customers the possibility to check if they want the device to execute the management actions before letting the device Power Off.
5.3.2 Pre-conditions
The device is capable of receiving and executing a Schedule. 
The User has selected to be informed of the Schedules that will be done within a period of time after the Power Off or even is able to select that he wants a specific schedule to be done at the moment of the switched off.
5.3.3 Post-conditions

5.3.4 Normal Flow

1. The User decides to Switch the phone off.
2. When the device receives the order to be switched off, it checks if the scheduled actions with the period of time defined in the scheduled, should be executed between the current time and the period defined at the scheduled . 

3. If the scheduled action was to be executed before the period of time established at the schedule, the device should request the user if it wants to execute previously the task.

4. If affirmative, before switching off the device the device executes the scheduled action.

5. The device is switched off.

5.3.5 Alternative Flow

5.2.1.3 Alternative Flow 1

The Schedule may be established to be executed at certain date exactly at the Power Off of the device.
5.2.1.4 Alternative Flow 2
Optionally, a user may be able to disable the scheduling when switch off  for emergency or urgent switched off cases (like getting on a plane).
5.2.1.5 Alternative Flow 3
The device may switch on to execute the order at the proper time and then switch Off again.
