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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The primary objective of Device Management Working Group is to specify protocols and mechanism for managing distributed, mobile wireless devices, to optimize a subscriber’s experience and reduce network-operating costs. To accelerate the achievement of the objectives of the group, this work item will introduce Lock and Wipe Management Object (LAWMO) functionality.
Mobile users generally store various data in their devices including contact books, contactor address, calendar, short messages, photos and so on. If the device is lost or stolen, there is a risk of user data being compromised either maliciously or by accident. Therefore, it is useful to protect against such threats by providing remote device management lock and wipe functionality.
The overall goal of the Lock And Wipe Management Object is, to provide Management Authorities (e.g. Operators, Device Manufacturers and 3rd party service providers) an effective way to help their subscribers protect their devices and data. 
Based on these, it is proposed that the work item must address the following areas:

1) Support capability to lock user data on the device. 

2) Support capability to unlock user data on the device.

3) Support capability to lock the user interface on the device. 

4) Support capability to unlock the user interface on the device.

5) Support capability to wipe user data from the device.

The LAWMO will indicate the lock, unlock or wipe operation which needs to be executed but the actual operation processing and the specification of user data which is to be locked, unlocked or wiped is out of scope of this work item. The LAWMO may, however, support indication of multiple lock, unlock or wipe profiles which map to different data sets. 
The LAWMO is envisioned to only provide the functionality described above. Operations like backup and restore of user data will be considered by other work items, such as DS. 

It is envisioned that existing Device Management security mechanisms shall be used to ensure authentication and authorization for lock and wipe operations. 
Existing OMA enablers such be reused as feasible.
