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1 Reason for Change

During the conference call on the 12th of September the DM WG agreed a change, which allows management authorities to provide different versions of Management Objects in the same Bootstrap message. Nevertheless a side effect in the DMBOOT specification was identified with this change.

Section 5.4.5 of DMBOOT (“Processing of the Bootstrap”) currently states:

1. “The device MAY rename a new Connectivity MO and also rename the values of the corresponding PrefConRef or ConRef to the new name”

2. “When a TNDS object contains a DM Account where ConRef or PrefConRef are linked to a Connectivity or Proxy MO that also are included in the same TNDS object, then the ConRef or PrefConRef MAY contain a URI that starts with “./Inbox”. In that case the URI MUST have the value of “./Inbox/” plus the URI of that Connectivity MO’s location in the same TNDS object”

The problem with statement 1 is that it is now possible to include several MO’s in the bootstrap message so these new MO’s might also be subject to renaming.

The problem with statement 2 is that there could also Management Objects (different than DMAcc) that make use of Connectivity objects.

If this issue is not solved, the bootstrap of Management Objects could lead to inconsistencies when, for example, two subscribers of the same management authority share (or pass on) the same handset.
R01 contains a minor change describing the conditions in which the client can expect this situation to happen.
R02 contains a minor changes as suggested by member companies during the 10th of October conference call.
R03 replaces “PrefConRef or ConRef” in Change #1 by “connectivity references” in order to align it with Change #2.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None as DM 1.2 is currently under interoperability testing.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.4.5      Processing of the Bootstrap

A Bootstrap message is processed just like a normal DM message, except that a response MUST NOT be sent back.

Change 1:  Bug fix to 2nd paragraph

The device MAY rename a new MO. In the case of the Connectivity MO the device SHOULD also rename the values of the corresponding connectivity references to the new name for all MO’s encoded within the same TNDS object.

Change 2:  Bug fix to 3rd paragraph

When a TNDS object contains a MO where connectivity references are linked to a Connectivity or Proxy MO that also are included in the same TNDS object, then the values of those connectivity references MAY contain a URI that starts with “./Inbox”. In that case the URI MUST have the value of “./Inbox/” plus the URI of that Connectivity MO’s location in the same TNDS object.
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
