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1 Reason for Contribution

Termination of the Work Item for Client Provisioning v1.2.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution outlines why the Work Item for CP 1.2 should be terminated at this time.
3 Detailed Proposal

With the Approval of DM 1.2 Enabler the OMA DM specifications are now in a stable state and the industry can be confident in the functions and features for device management defined by these specifications. The industry can invest in products that use or depend upon OMA DM 1.2 knowing these protocols have been tested, are reliable, and fulfil the requirements to which they have been built.

The Client Provisioning protocol is a legacy protocol from the WAP Forum defined in the late 1990’s. While this protocol fulfilled a need at that time it is now dated. OMA DM 1.2 provides a richer set of services in a well defined architecture which can perform all the functions of CP. While CP 1.1 remains embedded in legacy handsets and will remain in the industry for the next few years, there is no need for CP 1.1 to be enhanced as any new functionality for over the air provisioning will be added to or is already included in OMA DM v1.2. Therefore there is no need or requirement from the wireless industry to support the WID for CP 1.2. This is obvious as no work has been done on the Requirements Document for CP 1.2 since 2005 and there is no Architecture document or other technical specifications for CP 1.2 available at this time. Essentially the work on CP 1.2 has ceased and has not been progressed for well over a year.

In addition to the above the very existence of the WID CP 1.2, even with no work being progressed on the project, sends a mixed message to the wireless industry. There is no value in having two disparate protocols to provision a mobile, this leads to interoperability issues, added expense for service providers, and overall confusion in the industry on how to best manage a mobile over the air.  It must be clear at this stage that CP will become a legacy protocol and will eventually be decommissioned in place of OMA DM. Therefore this contribution proposes to remove and terminate the CP 1.2 WID.
